








Regulation for Under Graduate Programme for

+3 (B.A/B.Com/B.Sc) Under Utkal University, Bhubaneswar
(As per CBCS System) From the Session 2016-17

APPLICABLE TO THE STUDENTS OF 2016-17 ADMISSION BATCH AND ONWARDS

1. DURATION:
Three years of six semesters. Odd semester is from July to December (i.e. 1, 3 @& 5" semester) and
the examination shall be held normally in the month of December. Even semester is from January to
June (i.e. 2, 4" & 6" semester) and the examination shall be held normally in the month of April/May.
However, the Final Semester shall be conducted in April and result shall be published within 60 days
from the date of completion of the examination. A student would be required to complete the course
within six academic years from the date of admission.

2. COMPULSORY REGISTRATION FOR 1ST SEMESTER:
* Form fill up for the 1st semester examination is compulsory.

* A candidate admitted to +3 Courses but not enrolled for 1%t semester examination, his/her admission
will be automatically cancelled.

* Those who fail in any semester or are unable to appear at any semester or unable to fill up for
2/3/4/5/6 may appear at those semesters during subsequent exam within 6 Years, from date of
admission to that course.

3. ATTENDANCE:
A candidate shall be required to attend at least 75% of the lectures in theory and practical classes
taken separately.

4. DURATION OF THE EXAMINATIONS MID SEMESTER & END SEMESTER:

End Semester Examination in theory papers carrying full marks above 50(e.g., 60, 75, 80 etc) shall be of
3 hours duration and practical shall be of 3hours (for full marks carrying 30). On the other hand, theory
papers carrying 50 marks or below shall be of 2 hours duration.

5. MID SEMESTER EXAMINATION:

*  Mid semester examination will be of 01 hour duration for 20 marks. There shall be no pass mark in
Mid Semester examination.

* A student who fails to appear in a Mid-Semester Examination will be allowed to take the same
examination with the next batch of student only ONCE provided the candidate has to fill-up the
forms for the same semester during form fill-up time as a back paper.

* A student has to appear the Mid Term Examination. Absence in a Mid Term paper will be declared
as failed in that Paper. A student who was absent in the Mid Term examination but has passed at the
University End Term examination shall be treated as failed in that Semester. Such candidates
would be required to appear Mid-Semester Examinations in subsequent semester.

The following formula may be used by the concerned organization/individual at their discretion to obtain

the equivalent percentage of marks for the CGPA awarded to the students of this University.

REPEAT EXAMINATION:

8.1 A student has to clear back paper(s) (if failed) by appearing at subsequent respective semester
examinations within six years from the year/session of admission.

8.2 A student may appear in improvement (having passed in that paper) in any number of papers ONLY
ONCE in the subsequent corresponding semester examination within four years.

* Group- A will carry 10 short questions of two marks each .The answer should be within two
sentences maximum,

* There shall be 5 long type questions in Group —B with one alternative each have to be
attempted and all questions shall be of equal value (5X 12 marks).

11. DISCIPLINARY ACTION (UNFAIR MEANS IN EXAMINATIONS)

11.1 A student found resorting to malpractice (unfair means adopted) in the examination hall during
University Examination as reported by the Invigilator/Supervisor/Squad Member
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e Will be awarded "M" grade having O(zero) Grade Point in that paper and he/she will be
warned by the University with a copy to the parents/guardians or a notice in the official
website of the University.

11.2 A student adopting malpractice and showing an indiscipline behavior in the examination hall

e Will be awarded "M" grade having O(zero) Grade Point in that paper and he/she will be
warned by the University with a copy to the parents/guardians or a notice in the official
website of the University.

11.3 A student found adopting malpractice in more than one papers in a Semester/Trimester/Special
Examination
o Will be awarded "M" Grade with 0 (zero) Grade Point in all the papers of that
Semester/Trimester/Special Examination; he/she will be warned by the University with a copy
to the parents/guardians or a notice in the official website of the University.
11.4 A student adopting malpractice (as defined in earlier clauses) once again in the subsequent
semester examinations inspite of the warning issued previously
o Will be awarded "M" grade having O(zero) Grade Point in all the papers of that examination
and will be expelled from the college for one year

11.5 A student found violating the Examination Code of Conduct
Which includes:

e Use of programmable calculators, mobile phones/smart watch (even in switch off mode),
document or any electronic devices having memory chips.

e Leaving the Examination Hall within the first hour from the commencement of the
examination.

e Talking to other examinees in the Examination Hall.

*  Will be expelled from the Examination in that paper and will be awarded "M" grade having
O(zero) Grade Point in that paper; he/she will be warned by the university with a copy to the
parents/guardians or a notice in the official website of the University.

* Astudent found repeating the "Violation of Code of Conduct" will be awarded "M" grade with
O(zero) Grade Point in all the papers of that semester and will not be permitted to appear at the
subsequent examinations of that semester.

11.6 A student indulging in the misconduct in the examination hall. Which includes:

Using question papers and/or answer scripts for communicating with fellow examinee.
Exchange of question papers and answer scripts (with other examinees/outsiders).
Writing answers in question papers.

Writing obscene or filthy languages in answer scripts.

Writing derogatory remarks.

And taking away the answer scripts or any examination materials/papers to the outside of the
examination hall without intimation/permission from the concerned authority of the
examination.

e Any remarks, requests or irrelevant issues in answer scripts.
e  Will be awarded "M" grade having O(zero) Grade Point in all the papers of that examination
and will be expelled from the college for one year.

11.7 Any student found man-handling/threatening the officers/staff connected with the officers/staff
connected with the examinations (Invigilator, Centre Superintendent, Supervisors, Principal,
Members of Flying squad, etc.)

e Will be awarded "M" grade having O(zero) Grade Point in all the papers of that Examination
and will be expelled from the college for one year.

e Other disciplinary actions as deemed fit (including FIR to police) would be initiated by the
University/college.

11.8 Any student found damaging the property of the staff/officers/institution connected with the
examinations
e Will be awarded "M" grade having O(zero) Grade point in all the paper of that Examination

and will be expelled from the college for one year.
o Will be obliged to provide compensation for the damage as assessed by the college/University
or individual as the case may be.

RE-TOTALLING/RE-CHECKING AT UN-EVALUATED PORTION:

12.1 A Student may apply through his/her college for Re-totaling/Re-Checking of a paper within 45
calendar days from the date of publication of the results in each Semester.

12.2 There will be no re-evaluation processes of the answer scripts.

GRADE SHEET:
At the end of 6 (six) Semester, a Grade sheet shall be made available to each student as per Clause 8.1

DUPLICATE UNIVERSITY REGISTRATION CARD:

A student is issued University Registration Card at the time of admission. University Registration
number continues to be his/her Registration number for all examinations during his/her tenure of
study. This card is also essential for admission of the student to a college and his/her eligibility to
attend classes in a college. This is an IMPORTANT document and the student must possess it
throughout his/her course at the University.

In the event of a student loosing his/her University Registration Card, he/she should immediately
lodge a FIR in the nearest Police Station. He/ She should apply through the College for issue of
duplicate Registration Card with a prescribed fee. The application form will be available in the
University counter. The application form must accompany a copy of FIR and prescribed fee and the
same should be sent to the Controller of Examination, Utkal University by Speed Post/Registered
Post.

ELIGIBILITY FOR AWARD OF DEGREE

A candidate will be eligible for award of BA/B.Sc./B.Com degree if he/she satisfies all the following
conditions:

e Has cleared (minimum pass grade) in all subjects and obtained requisite number of credit points in
all Semesters.
e Has secured a minimum Cumulative Grade Point Average.

ELIGIBILITY

Higher Secondary / +2 / Senior Secondary or any other equivalent examination passed from any
Board / Council established by the Govt. of India or any State Govt. or any other equivalent
examination recognized by Central Board of Secondary Education/ Council of Higher Secondary
Education, Govt. of Odisha/ Dept of Higher Education / Dept. of Industry or any other Dept of Govt.
of Odisha or Utkal University. Those joining B.Sc. Programme must have passed the above
examination under the faculty of Science/ Technology / Engineering/ Pharmacy etc. There shall be
no such restriction for joining BA/ B.Com stream.

Students ordinarily may be selected for admission through Entrance Test, Group Discussion and
Personal Interview and / or a combination of these with due weightages to career to be decided by
the Autonomous College or Director, Higher Education. DDCE would admit students on first come
first serve basis. The Govt. of Odisha may lay down admission process for colleges under its control.
Admission Policy would be decided by the Academic Council of the respective Autonomous
Colleges and for affiliated colleges Government will decide the admission policy.

Directorate of Distance & Continuing Education would decide its own admission policy.

DURATION

At least three years of six semesters in toto. In case of professional courses the duration may be
more as per the direction of regulatory bodies established under Law.

Odd semester is from June to December (i.e., 1st, 3"& 5" semester).

The examination shall be held normally in the month of November - December.

Even semester is from January to June (i.e., 2nd, 4th & 6™ semester).

The examination shall be held normally in the month of May - June. However the Final Semester
shall be conducted in April and result shall be published by end of May.

A student would be required to complete the course within six academic years from the date
of admission.

A student may opt for fast track of completing all the six semesters in two years provided
she/he has at least 2 (two ) vyears industry / organizational experience after +2. Such
permission would be granted at the discretion of the Principal of the Autonomous Colleges and
DDCE. This clause shall not be applicable to affiliated, non autonomous colleges.

Compulsory Registration for 1st Semester:

o Registration for 1st semester is compulsory. A candidate admitted to +3 Courses but not
registered for 1st semester examination, his/her admission will be automatically cancelled.

e A candidate may take a blank Semester: A blank Semester has to be clubbed with next Odd
or Even Semester as the case may be i.e. 2nd, 4th and 6th / 1st, 3rd and 5th. The Hostel
policy for blank semester is to be decided by colleges as per their suitability. Hostel
accommodation cannot be claimed as a right for a blank semester. (Blank semester is not to
be confused as repetition due to failure).



e 75% attendance for non DDCE students is a requirement for being eligible to appear at
Examination Up to 15% waiver may be granted by the College Principal at discretion on
Health Ground or participation in sports , cultural activities, NCC and NSS activities etc.

e A student may clear backlog papers within 6 years. Improvement if any has to be completed
within 4 years.

e A student may register for extra credit i.e. register for additional papers under the same
faculty or outside the faculty under an autonomous college or DDCE provided they are in a
position to facilitate such teaching.

REPEAT EXAMINATION

A student has to clear back papers (i.e., in the paper/papers one has failed) by appearing at
subsequent semester examinations within six years from the date of admission.

A student may appear improvement (repeat) in any number of papers in the immediate
subsequent examination. The higher marks shall be retained.

Improvement has to be completed with 4-Yrs from the date of admission.

HARD CASE RULE

2% of grace mark on the aggregate mark subject to maximum of 5 (five) marks in single
paper shall be given. This shall be applicable in each semester.

0.5 (point five percent) grace mark can be given for award of B Grade in each semester provided
grace mark under 7.1 has not been awarded.

Group- A will carry 10 short questions of two marks each .The answer should be within two
sentences.

There shall be 5 long type gquestions in Group —B with one alternative each have to be attempted and
all questions shall be of equal value (12 marks X 5).

For subject with practical full marks are 100 per paper out of which 20 marks is allotted for
Mid- Semester Examination, 50 is for End Semester Examination and 30 is for practical .

The question papers shall be divided into two parts such as Group- A & Group-B.

Group- A will carry 10 short questions of one mark each. The answer should be within two
sentences.

There shall be 5 long-type questionswith one alternative each have to be attempted for subjects
having practical. The questions shall be of equal value (8 Marks x 5)

Practical will carry 30 marks out of which 10 will be for records.

Model answers for long questions should be between 700 - 1000 words.

Each Dept shall have a designated Teacher in-charge of Examination to be decided by the Principal
in addition to the Controller of Examinations of the College (applicable to autonomous colleges).

The Internal Evaluation would be the sole responsibility of Teacher offering the course.

Suitable modifications may be made by the Autonomous Colleges keeping in view the UGC
Guideline for Autonomous Colleges, University Guidelines from time to time and State Govt.
Guidelines from time to time.

BROAD PRINCIPLES OF CREDIT TRANSFER
» There should be a small group to consider all cases of credit transfer. The
group should consists of the following

Chairman -  Chairman P.G Council (for University affiliated colleges) /

Director, DDCE for DDCE/ Principals of the Autonomous College/Controller
of Examinations, Utkal University.

Convener - Dy. Controller of Examination for University affiliated colleges
Faculty member of DDCE for DDCE, Controller of Examination of respective

Autonomous colleges for autonomous colleges.

Members - Four teachers to be nominated by the Chairman, P.G. Council/ Director,



DDCE/ Principal of Autonomous Colleges as the case may be.

Waiver for courses covered under other colleges not withstanding differences in detailed course can
be granted . Papers which one has not studied even though they are prescribed for earlier semesters
can be covered by the students.

e OTHER BROAD PRINCIPLES:

Student transferred after 1st semester examination cannot be given position or medal under
autonomous colleges. Students who have failed / remained absent / appeared for improvement shall not be
eligible for University Gold medal or Rank. Students who have been granted credit waiver under credit
transfer system can’t be awarded Gold medal or position.

(Applicable to Autonomous Colleges/Affiliated Colleges/DDCE)

1. Eligibility

1.1

Higher Secondary/+2/ Senior Secondary or any other equivalent examination passed from any
Board/Council established by the Govt. of India or any State Govt. or any other equivalent
examination recognized by Central Board of Secondary Education/Council of Higher Secondary
Education, Govt. of Odisha/Dept of Higher Education/Dept. of Industry or any other Dept
of Govt. of Odisha or Utkal University. Those joining B.Sc. Programme must have passed
the above examination under the faculty of Science/Technology/Engineering/Pharmacy etc.
There shall be no such restriction for joining BA/ B.Com stream.

1.2 Students ordinarily may be selected for admission through Entrance Test, Group Discussion and

Personal Interview and/or a combination of these with due weighage to career to be decided
by the Autonomous College or Director, Higher Education. DDCE would admit students on
first come first serve basis. The Govt. of Odisha may lay down admission process for colleges
under its control.

1.3 Admission Policy would be decided by the Academic Council of the respective Autonomous

Colleges and for affiliated colleges Government will decide the admission policy.

1.4. Directorate of Distance & Continuing Education would decide its own admission policy.

2. Duration

2.1 At least three years of six semesters in toto. In case of professional courses the duration may

be more as per the direction of regulatory bodies established under Law.

Odd semester is from June to December (i.e., Sem.-I, Sem.-lll & Sem.-V semester). The
examination shall be held normally in the month of November - December.

Even semester is from January to June (i.e., Sem.-ll, Sem.-IV & Sem.-VI semester). The
examination shall be held normally in the month of May - June. However the Final Semester
shall be conducted in April and result shall be published by end of May.

2.4 A student would be required to complete the course within six academic years from the date

of admission.
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A student may opt for fast track of completing all the six semesters in two years provided
she/he has at least 2(two) years industry/organizational experience after +2. Such permission
would be granted at the discretion of the Principal of the Autonomous Colleges and DDCE.
This clause shall not be applicable to affiliated, non autonomous colleges.

3. Compulsory Registration in Semester-1

Registration for Semester-l is compulsory. A candidate admitted to +3 Courses but not
registered for 1st semester examination, his/her admission will be automatically cancelled.

A candidate may take a blank Semester: A blank Semester has to be clubbed with next Odd
or Even Semester as the case may be i.e. Sem.-Il, Sem.-IV and Sem.-VI/Sem.-l, Sem.-llI
and Sem.-V. The Hostel policy for blank semester is to be decided by colleges as per their
suitability. Hostel accommodation cannot be claimed as a right for a blank semester. (Blank
semester is not to be confused as repetition due to failure).

75% attendance for non DDCE students is a requirement for being eligible to appear at
Examination Up to 15% waiver may be granted by the College Principal at discretion on
Health Ground or participation in sports , cultural activities, NCC and NSS activities etc.

A student may clear backlog papers within 6 years. Improvement if any has to be completed
within 4 years.

3.5 A student may register for extra credit i.e. register for additional papers under the same faculty

or outside the faculty under an autonomous college or DDCE provided they are in a position
to facilitate such teaching.

5.4 In addition to the points marks,/ percentage would also be awarded and shall also be reflected
in the Mark Sheet.

5.5 The details of grading system shall be printed on the backside of University Mark-sheet.
6. Repeat Examination

6.1 A student has to clear back papers (i.e., in the paper/papers one has failed) by appearing at
subsequent semester examinations within six years from the date of admission.

6.2 A student may appear improvement (repeat) in any number of papers in the immediate subse-
quent examination. The higher marks shall be retained.

6.3 Improvement has to be completed with 4-yrs. from the date of admission.
7. Hard case Rule

7.1 2% of grace mark on the aggregate mark subject to maximum of 5(five) marks in single paper
shall be given. This shall be applicable in each semester.

7.2 0.5(point five percent) grace mark can be given for award of B Grade in each semester provided
grace mark under 7.1 has not been awarded.

8. Examination Question Pattern(Suggestive)
8.1 The end semester examination will be of three hours irrespective of marks.

8.2 For subject without having practical full marks are 100 per paper out of which 20
marks is allotted for Mid-Semester Examination (Internal) and 80 marks for end semester
examination.

The question papers shall be divided into two parts such as Group-A & Group-B.

Group-A will carry 10 short questions of two marks each .The answer should be within two
sentences.

There shall be 5 long type questions in Group B with one alternative each have to be attempted
and all questions shall be of equal value (12 marks x5).

For subject with practical full marks are 100 per paper out of which 20 marks is al-
lotted for Mid- Semester Examination, 50 is for End Semester Examination and 30 is for
practical.

The question papers shall be divided into two parts such as Group-A & Group-B.

Group-A will carry 10 short questions of one mark each. The answer should be within two
sentences.



There shall be 5 long-type questions with one alternative each have to be attempted for sub-
jects having practical. The questions shall be of equal value (8 Marks x5).
Practical will carry 30 marks out of which 10 will be for records.

8.3 Model answers for long questions should be between 700 — 1000 words.

9. Each Department shall have a designated Teacher in-charge of Examination to be decided
by the Principal in addition to the Controller of Examinations of the College (applicable to
autonomous colleges).

10. The Internal Evaluation would be the sole responsibility of Teacher offering the course.

11. Suitable modifications may be made by the Autonomous Colleges keeping in view the UGC
guideline for Autonomous Colleges, University guidelines from time to time and State Govt.
guidelines from time to time.

12. Broad Principles of Credit Transfer

There should be a small group to consider all cases of credit transfer. The group should
consists of the following:

Chairman: Chairman P.G Council (for University affiliated colleges)/Director, DDCE for
DDCE/Principals of the Autonomous College/Controller of Examinations, Utkal University.

Convener: Dy. Controller of Examinations for University affiliated colleges/Faculty mem-
ber of DDCE for DDCE/Controller of Examinations of respective Autonomous colleges for
Autonomous colleges.

Members: Four teachers to be nominated by the Chairman, P.G. Council /Director, DDCE /Principal
of Autonomous Colleges as the case may be.

Waiver for courses covered under other colleges not withstanding differences in detailed course
can be granted . Papers which one has not studied even though they are prescribed for earlier
semesters can be covered by the students .

Other Broad Principles: Student transferred after Semester-I examination cannot
be given position or medal under autonomous colleges. Students who have failed /remained
absent/appeared for improvement shall not be eligible for University Gold medal or Rank.
Students who have been granted credit waiver under credit transfer system cannot be awarded
Gold medal or position.
